Today’s Highlights:
· The following meeting notes had to be censored before publication for all age groups.  The dollars given for dancing were converted to happy dollars to protect the guilty.  But we followed the 5th rule for this meeting and had a blast!
· Being that this was the end of the month, this was a general assembly meeting for taking care of business. Scott Wyler new el presidente’ led into Leo Edmonds treasury report with an explanation that they had met and had been reviewing the budget for the coming year. Preliminary plans now are to have 3 fund raisers for this year, early spring, fall, and our annual Baubles and Bling.
· Inform: Leo’s report: - He is not a happy camper as of now for we have spent $12K more than our income generating revenues. Last year’s income for Clarksville Rotary was $30, 910.26.
With posted expenses reported at $40,833.60, with outstanding invoices still at large.  The $1,000 committed for Uganda is still being held. There are other receipts still not collected such as transition dinner funds and unpaid dues. 

Show Me The Money!
· Blair Hill is working to secure our status as a 501C3.
· Scott Wyler’s goal is to rebuild the bank account through fund raisers and utilizing outside support to reduce the workload on the club. Niles was called upon to create the detailed plan for our next event. The band Misspent Youth has agreed to Thursday October 8, 2009 as Clarksville Rotary 80’s night. This band has a huge following with a data base that we anticipate having access to. 
· Scott is working with Looney’s Grill.  If all works out as planned, we should be able to pack the house with ~300 paying guests. Ticket prices will be kept to a reasonable price around $30.  Dan Gaffney has been asked to work on signage and Nancy Szlasa has been assigned public relations. 
· Next up was fireball Linda Jackson, membership chair. Her first announcement was to welcome Dan Gaffney back. Everyone was happy to see Dan return to our meetings. Linda laid out her plans as membership chair and wants to kick it up a notch. She shared with the group guidelines for members and membership and advised up of a formation of a membership committee.  She also showed us samples of guest name badges as well as impressive speaker badges. 
· Stephanie Gumm is working on the International a program and has found a club to partner with for the Uganda Project.  There is a chance that we will have a guest visit us from that club in September. 
· Nancy Szlasa told the group about the discussion at the recent board meeting concerning this year’s Dictionary Project. She first explained “This is what we do, this is who we are.” She requested that the club support this worthwhile project again this year, being that every 3rd grader in Howard County would receive their own personal copy of a dictionary.  John Moseman proposed the motion. Linda Jackson spoke second and it passed the club with no oppositions. 
· Nancy’s next topic was a new project. It calls for banners to be installed at all local high school gyms and outdoor athletic fields. Approximately 12 schools would be involved.  Nancy asked Darrel Nevin to help go into more details about the banners.  These banners would be “Choose Civility” program that is now established in Howard County. They would include the Rotary wheel and logo across the bottom of the banner.  All 7 Rotary Clubs in Howard County would be supporting the project with our partnership with Howard County Schools. With this new program on the table, concerns about budget arose again.  So a new approach may be tested where each committee would submit a budget that would roll up in to the overall budget.  The each committee could support a project as long as they have funds available to do so. All committees would need to participate to ensure this is feasible. 
· Scott Wyler shared a letter from Doug Bruns that he is relocating permanently to Maine with his family. We wish him well.
